RRECEIVESECEIVES AIAA AAIAA AWARDWARD

Dr. Eilene Galloway received the AIAA Public Service Award at
the Congressional Reception held on 8 April 2003 at the Capitol Hill
Club.  She was honored “For her instrumental role in formulating space
legislation and guiding its implementation for over four decades.”  She
was a consultant to the House and Senate committees that formulated
the NASA Act of 1958 and subsequently assisted in establishing the
United Nation’s Committee on the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space.  At 97
years old, Dr. Galloway continues to work in the field of international
space law.  She serves on a number of committees and panels related to
spaceflight, including the NASA Advisory Committee on the
International Space Station.

Kansas and Missouri members participated in
Congressional Visit Day, 7 & 8 April, sponsored by
AIAA.  There were 93 AIAA National attendees taking
part in this years visit day.  The Region V team consisted
of Charles Beard, Larry Brase, Mark Holly, Leon
McKinney,Yoshiro Nakai, and Philip Smereczniak.

6.  National Advisory Committee on Aviation
7.  Air Traffic Management Modernization
8.  Defense Acquisition Reform
9.  DOD Basic and Applied Research Funding.
In addition to the nine topic issues, Missouri and

Kansas states particular issues, related with Government
funding on research and development, and employment
opportunities were discussed.  Congressional staffs were
very well aware of the issues related with their districts.
Various congressional staffs mentioned they would pro-
vide support to the budget allocation to certain projects
that help area defense industries, such as UCAV and
tactical aircraft programs.   Other staffs were concerned
with technology transfer in the past to overseas and its
implication for the future.     

During the CVD, a new bill was put forward,
known as “The 2nd Century of Flight Act”.  Sponsors
are Senators Christopher Dodd (D-CT), Ernest Hollings
(D-SC), and Sam Brownback (R-KS).  The bill address-
es many of the nine issues identified by AIAA.  Team
members were provided copies of the bill during after-
noon meetings with representatives for Congressmen
Tiahart, Gephardt, Akin, Clay, and Skelton.  Each office
said they would support the bill.  The Congressional
Visits day was eye opening for both parties and provid-
ed AIAA member insight as to the workings of Capitol
Hill.
